     *must be longer than fingertips 

     *shorts must be worn beneath all 

……skirts/jumpers 

 

Belts 

     *approved colors:  Black/Brown 

 

Shoes 

     *must be closed-toed, athletic shoes 

     *may be black dress shoes 

Physical Education Uniform 

     *required for grades 6 – 8 

     *Order forms available in the school office 

School Performances (unless otherwise directed) 

     *White Dress Shirt/Blouse 

     *Navy Bottoms (pants/skirt/jumper) 

     *Navy Socks/Tights 

     *Black Dress Shoes 

The following items are not to be worn in the building, nor at any school function, on or off 

campus: 

     *Hats or Bandanas         

     *Sunglasses 

     *Hooded Sweatshirts/Sweaters 

     *Outerwear 

     *Jewelry (excluding medical alert jewelry)
